One romantic castle next to the other, mighty 
rocks, extended forests – not for nothing is the 
Palatinate Germany’s castle region.

Today you can experience 
how kings, counts and knights used to live and 
fought for power and wealth on Trifels Castle, 
the Dahner Castles or the Hardenburg Castle and 
Fortress ruins.
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TRIFELS CASTLE
THE MOST POWERFUL CASTLE OF THE STAUFER

High above the Hohenstaufen town 
of Annweiler, the former imperial 
castle of Trifels is enthroned on the 
Sonnenberg. To this day, the castle 
still presents itself as a sublime and 
mighty complex. This is where the 
great period of the Hohenstaufen 
dynasty in the High Middle Ages 
comes to live again. The imperial 
castle was both treasury and state 
prison. First mentioned in a docu-
ment in 1081, the imperial regalia 
of crown, sceptre and orb were 
kept here. Today, replicas of these 
pieces are presented in a separate 
treasury. At the same time, Trifels 
Castle served the Hohenstaufen 
dynasty as a state prison for prom-
inent people. The most famous 
prisoner was  Richard I of England, 
called the Lionheart. 

From the plateau of the keep, you 
have a unique view of the nature 
park and the Palatinate Forest Bio-
sphere Reserve.
